Food Pairing

2006 Belle Pinot Noir
By hand picking the thin skinned pinot noir grapes into shallow 30 lb picking 
bins, we protected the integrity of the grapes so they could be hand sorted and 
gently processed in small batches.

While Perigee is our feminine pinot, Belle is definitely the more masculine 
one. We often call it the pinot for syrah lovers. It displays the refined and 
elegant qualities of this celebrated grape varietal but in a more muscular and 
firmer fashion.

Bold and concentrated. The nose sings notes of toffee, dark purple fruit, 
smoke and hints of violets. The palate is full bodied, firm yet defined.

Supple texture upfront, builds to a firm mid palate and a lingering spicy finish. 
This organically grown wine promises outstanding development in the cellar 
for the years to come.
